Bags are 
available from retailers at the time of purchase and a small inventory 
is kept on hand at participating transfer stations. Please bag your 
containers prior to drop-off, if possible.

• Hwy 725 (Hwy 49 to Hwy 681) incl. Asphalt Paving: May 24 - July
• Hwy 84 (Hwy 681 to Twp. Rd. 822) Asphalt Overlay: June - July
• Hwy 115 (Pilsworth) (Hwy 49 to Hwy 681): May 24 - July 1
