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AMENDMENT TO MUNICIPAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN BYLAW 429-2024

PURPOSE:  A Bylaw of Saddle Hills County, in the province of Alberta, to amend Saddle Hills County Municipal Development Plan Bylaw 429-2024.
WHEREAS pursuant to the Municipal Government Act, R.S.A. 2000 Chapter M-26 a municipality may amend its Municipal Development Plan Bylaw;
AND WHEREAS Council of Saddle Hills County has amended Land Use Bylaw 430-2024 to change maximum lot size from 4.0 ha (10.0 acres) to 8.0 ha (20 acres);
AND WHEREAS to keep the Municipal Development Plan consistent with the decision to allow maximum lot size to be 8.0 ha (20 acres) as now stated in Land Use Bylaw 430-2024, the Municipal Development Plan should also be amended.
NOW THEREFORE the Council of Saddle Hills County, in the Province of Alberta, enacts as follows:
1. That maximum lot size stated in Vacant First Parcel 5.4.4  of Municipal Development Plan Bylaw 429-2024 be amended from 4.0 ha (10 ac) in size to 8.0 ha (20 ac) in size.

2. This Bylaw shall come into effect upon the date of the final passage thereof.
